Short description of some parts of the program
Preparation to work in international group: group building activities, activities to know more about our differences and similarities, tolerance and respect.
Presentation of the homework: 

Homework is to prepare presentation about poverty, possibilities for youth and gender equality in your country, region, town, in social environment of participant. It would be more interesting and useful if presentation would be based on experience of the participants, their friends or family members.
Poverty – what is poverty and reasons of that? Youth possibilities – what economical, social possibilities has youth, is difficult for young people to start their own business, to get loan, to purchase lodging. Is the part of responsibilities for man and woman equal (find the examples and reasons of that).
Presentation should be made in creative way.

Excursion in the poor places of Klaipeda district: we’ll visit the places where are a lot of people who lives not prosperous. We’ll visit people and will try to talk with them about poverty and the reasons of that about what they and young people can do to solve those problems. 
Field activity; participants will be divide into two groups and they will get some money. Each group will have to buy something for all group (clothing, food and ect.)
Meeting with promising young people: we’ll call young men and woman who already made or are on the way to good carrier to share their experience and knowledge.

Life Sculpture Avenue:
Life sculpture – people stays in one picture and when somebody comes they starts to move and shoes the idea which they wanted to say.

The aim is to make 5 such sculptures in avenue.

 Our offer was to use wet gyps dust for sculpture making, to give form for clothes.
Responsibilities
All group leaders are equal and has responsibility to make all program by the best way.

Responsible country means that leader of the group from this country is responsible for methods and organization of that part, to inform coordinator about needed materials. Other leaders will help.
Methods should be based on non formal education principles.
